In the city of Basel parking is restricted, so please use the Elisabethen 
parking or Steinen parking, which are reached from the highway (leaving 
in direction City, Bahnhof).
Within 10 minutes walk you will arrive at the SSEF.

Take tram No. 8 or No.11 in front of the railway station (in direction city) 
and after 3 stops you will arrive at Barfüsserplatz. From there you just fol-
low the tramway tracks into the Falknerstrasse and after about 100m
you will be just in front of the SSEF (it’s on the right side, with a flower 
shop in the basement floor).
To arrive at SSEF, its about 15 minutes from the railway station.

All courses are held in the classroom at the SSEF Swiss Gemmological 
Institute, Falknerstrasse 9, 4001 Basel. The SSEF is located in the center 
of Basel, Switzerland and easily reached by public transportation.
